Anatomy & Physiology
Rules and Expectations

Course Description: This course provides students with in an in-depth study of the structures and functions of the human body.  In addition to learning these processes, students will be challenged to take an analytic approach to solve problems and develop critical thinking skills.  Much of the learning in this course is done through hands-on dissections.  Any students with problems and/or concerns about performing dissections should see me ASAP, as this is a major component of the course.  As a college prep class, the majority of your grade will be determined by test and quiz scores.  Homework will still be counted, but at a much lower percentage.  If you consider yourself a poor test taker, it will be difficult for you to be successful in this class.
Prerequisite:  While it is not required, it is recommended that students enrolled in Anatomy have successfully completed ONE of the following courses:


-Chemistry (any chemistry class at RHS is ok)***


-Biology Honors


-Biology (with a year-long average of at least a B-)

***Students who are currently taking (or have previously taken) Chemistry, typically are more successful in Anatomy.  While most concepts in this class are biological, many still have fundamentals based in chemistry.  These concepts will be far more difficult for students who have not taken chemistry, as basic concepts will not be reviewed.  As a weighted, college prep class, it is assumed that you already have a good understanding of this material.  If you are concerned about this, see me ASAP, and I will advise you on my recommendations.

Required Materials/Supplies

 For this course, I recommend that you have some type of folder or binder to keep notes and handouts, as well as a notebook for note taking and extra paper.  Bring these to class everyday, along with a writing utensil and your textbook.  Colored pencils are also recommended for this course.  I do have some in class that you are welcome to use, but there may not be enough to go around if everyone is using them.  In addition, any student who brings in a roll of paper towels or a bottle of all-purpose spray cleaner will receive 5 points extra credit for each item.  A maximum of 10 extra credit points can be earned this way.
Policies
All school wide policies and rules outlined within the handbook will be enforced as well as the following classroom policies:

BE RESPONSIBLE

Tardiness: Do not be late!  Your first tardy to class will result in a minor referral and short conference with me.  Your second offense will result in a minor referral with a 10 minute afterschool detention served with me.  The third offense is the same as the second, however the detention will be 20 minutes.  The fourth, and all subsequent offenses result in a major referral with consequences determined by the dean of students.
Each student will also receive 3 passes to leave during class to be used at their own discretion.  Please be sure to sign in and out each time you leave after receiving permission to leave.  

Absences: If you miss a day of class, it is your responsibility to get any make-up work from me.  In general, for everyday you are gone, you will receive that many days to make up the work assigned during the absence.  HOWEVER, if there is a test or long term project due while you are gone, you will be expected to complete/turn it in the day you return.

Final Exams: According to the handbook, all weighted courses must have a final exam at the end of the semester.  
BE RESPESCTFUL

Respect: In addition to showing respect for those around you, it is especially important to be respectful of your surroundings in a laboratory setting like this.  There are expensive and potentially dangerous supplies stored within the cabinets and drawers, therefore, no one is permitted to open any cabinet or drawer without first getting a teacher’s permission.

It is very important that there is no food or drink in this room as it is in a laboratory setting.  Water in a clear container is fine, but all other food and drink is not allowed.  Offenses will result in minor/major referrals.  

Also, remember, that if I SEE your cell phone, it is considered an offense, even if it is not in use.  It is best to keep it in your locker or car during the day.
