CACC Parent/Student Agreement Form

Schedule

RHS students will continue full days on all days both schools are in session.  When RHS is not in session between quarters, students will attend CACC in the afternoons, on regularly scheduled CACC days. 

CACC Policies, Fees, and Attendance

Students attending CACC will fall under the guidelines of both the Riverton High School Handbook and the CACC Student Handbook.  Students must comply with the rules of each school.  Riverton High School will enforce the following policies:

1. Students attending CACC are required to pay $97.50 (book rental and CACC district fee) to Riverton High School in addition any fees ($40.00) charged by the Career Center.  The high school fee must be paid in full before students will be allowed to attend CACC.  Exceptions may be made for those who qualify for free or reduced lunches.

2. Students may be removed from CACC programs for failing to maintain acceptable grades.

3. Excessive absences or failure to maintain passing grades may result in student being dropped from CACC programs.  Consequences for unexcused absences:

· First offense: letter sent informing parents of failure to attend CACC.

· Second Offense: request for meeting between building principal, parents, and students.

· Third Offense: Removal of student (failing) from CACC programs.

4. Students will be allowed five (5) excused absences per semester at CACC.  Upon the sixth 

absence, the student will be dropped from the CACC program.
   A simple rule to follow:  An absence is unexcused unless parents, the RHS office, and the CACC office (all three) are informed of the absence.  
5. Students who receive a detention will be required to serve the detention in the morning.

Handbook Policy 1.30 CACC Attendance:
Students attending Capital Area Career Center are subject to the rules and regulations of the Capital Area Career Center during the period of attendance.  In the event of excessive absences or failure, Riverton High School reserves the right to withdraw the student from CACC or deny admission for disciplinary or attendance issues.  The following attendance policy will be followed for CACC students:

· Students will be allowed ten (10) excused/unexcused absences per year.  Students who exceed ten days will be immediately dropped from the program with no credit. 

· Students accumulating three (3) unexcused absences during the year will be immediately dropped from the program with no credit. 
· Students not in attendance for full morning classes at Riverton High School will not be allowed to attend CACC in the afternoon without principal’s approval. 
CACC Transportation Policies

1. All CACC students are required to ride the bus or school provided transportation to and from the CACC Center.  Students will be allowed to drive under some circumstances if they have proper authority from CACC officials.  CACC driving forms (available in the CACC office) must be on file at the RHS office before students are allowed to drive to CACC.   Students may be picked up or dropped off by parents (only) with written permission to the Riverton High School office.

2. Students who have permission to drive to CACC are not allowed to transport other students to or from the CACC campus.  Transported students will suffer the same consequences as drivers.

3. Gross misconduct on the vocational bus will not be tolerated.  Vandalism, harassment of students, and disobeying the bus driver are suspendable offenses.

4. Consequences for violation of transportation policies are:

· First offense: Suspension from CACC for one week and meeting with parents

· Second Offense:  Removal (failing) of student from CACC programs 

We have read and understand all policies associated with the CACC program and agree to abide by the rules and guidelines as stated in the respective handbooks.
