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Did you know?
The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 requires all states to measure each public school and district's achievement and establish annual achievement targets for the state.  The overarching goal is for all students to meet or exceed standards in reading and mathematics by 2014. In order to respond to this legislation, Illinois developed the “equal steps model” that identified the necessary increase that each school/district needed to make in order to have every child “meeting or exceeding” by 2014.  This year, 2013, the State’s expectation is that 92% of students in every school meet or exceed on the ISAT test in Reading and Math.  Each year, the state will calculate a school or district's Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) to determine if students are improving their performance based on the established annual targets. Although we have made continuous, incremental growth in reading and math our current percentage of students meeting in reading is 79.89% and 91.38% in math; therefore, making 92% in reading specifically, a lofty goal.    Reading is one of our school improvement priorities.  Look for information to come on the efforts we are making at RES to improve our reading achievement.  Please support us in working toward this goal!
