What you need:


1 ½ cups flour


½ cup salt


½ cup water


½ cup vegetable oil


Food coloring





What you do:


Mix flour and salt together.


Add water and oil.


Knead the dough until smooth.


Divide into pieces and add food coloring as desired.


Enjoy playing with the clay.


�Play Clay Activity Ideas:


Flatten the clay to make a big cookie.  Cut the cookie in half.  Cut again to make quarters.


Use the clay to make pizza.  Cut the pizza into four slices.  How can cut the pizza into eighths?


Make twelve “eggs” with the clay.  Show how many eggs are in a dozen.  How many in a half dozen?


Come up with your own fraction activity and see if a friend can figure out the different fractional pieces.
