Classroom Behavior Expectations:

	BE RESPONSIBLE

· Bring handbook and all classroom materials

· Be in class before the bell rings

· Remain in class until dismissed
· Clean up after yourself

· Complete all assignments
· Follow all policies in Student Handbook
	BE RESPECTFUL

· Use appropriate language

· Listen while others are speaking

· Use encouraging and positive language

· Ask permission to use materials

· Stay awake
· Write only on your papers or the board (when given permission)


	CELEBRATE SUCCESS

· Complete assignments

· Actively participate

· Positively acknowledge everyone’s efforts and participation


Beginning of Class:

· When the bell rings, you should be IN your seat.  I will then take attendance.

· During attendance, if there is a warm-up problem on the board you should be working on that; if there is HW due that day you should be getting that out and ready to turn in.  You should also put all of your belongings under your desk, and only have your math textbook, paper, pencil and calculator on your table.

Talking:
· If I am “lecturing” from the front of the class and teaching new material in this manner, any talking is too much.  It will distract your neighbors, yourself, and me.  If you have a question about what I am teaching, raise your hand and ask me (not your neighbor).

· When a classmate is at the board or in their seat explaining a problem or asking a question, any talking is again too much.  Respect what they have to say, and listen.  What they are saying is important, and they need to be treated that way.

Grades will be by points and your letter grade for the semester will be found using the following breakdown:

Late Work: 

Late work will not be accepted. In math if you fall behind it can get very difficult to catch up.  Do all assignments on time in order to be the most successful math student you can be.  Use your planner to help you remember your assignments and when tests/quizzes will be.

Absentees:

If you know you are going to be absent ahead of time, get your homework from me before you are gone.  You will then need to turn it in when you return.  If you have an excused absence, see me when you return to get what you missed.  Students will have one day per absence to make up missed work.  If you miss a test and knew before you were gone that it was scheduled, you will take it the day you get back.  If your absence is unexcused you are allowed to make up your work for up to 67% credit (as per the school wide attendance policy). 

***It is YOUR responsibility to be sure you take care of the work you missed while gone. You should also get notes from a classmate when you return to school. Remember that math builds on itself.  If you get behind it can be very hard to catch up!***

Academic Dishonesty:

Students will be held accountable for their actions.  If a student is found cheating on an assignment or test, they will receive zero credit for that assignment or test.  Cheating will not be tolerated!!

Calculator use:

You may use a calculator on your work, unless otherwise told.  There will NOT be calculators available for you to borrow during class, so it is your responsibility to have one with you and to be sure the batteries are functioning.  Students may not share calculators on quizzes and tests.

Final Exams:

ALL students will be required to take the Algebra I final exams both semesters.  Students who skip out during final exams will have to make up the final.

Consequences:

1-Verbal Warning

2-Minor Referral (with a consequence of any of the following: parent phone call, conference with student, teacher time after school, being held after class)

3-After 4+ Minors are recorded for a specific behavior, or a behavior warrants, a Major Referral will be assigned and the Dean of Students will meet with the student and decide on the consequences.
