Grading
Participation/Behavior – 5 points per day
Daily Assignments – 10 – 20 points
Independent Work – 50 points per week, collected on Tuesdays
Reading Log – 20 points per week, 60 minutes of reading required per week
Projects – 50 – 200 points (depending on size and length of time)
Quizzes – 50 points
Tests – 100 – 200 points (depending on size of unit and test)


Late Work
Late work will be accepted at the following grade rates… 

· 90% credit – 1 day late
· 80% credit – 2 days late
· 70% credit – 3 days late
· 60% credit – until the end of the quarter
· Late work will not be accepted after the end of the quarter assigned

Expectations and Consequences

Minors – Students must also meet the following expectations. When a student does not meet the expectation in the classroom, a minor referral will be assigned and the students will serve a fifteen-minute detention for the first three offenses per semester. After three offenses, the student will receive a major referral and Mr. Price will determine consequences. 

· Come to class prepared with books, folders, notebooks, paper, pens and pencils. 
· Bring only clear water bottles to class, no food or other drinks.
· Stay awake.
· Behave appropriately – no horseplay. 

Restroom Use
In order to use the restroom during class time, the student must check with the teacher. When the time is appropriate the teacher will allow the student to go, but the student must sign out name and time on the sign out sheet on the board. Only one student may leave at a time, students will leave only when given permission and during independent work time, and the teacher may say no if a student has previously used the rest room pass inappropriately.
