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PBIS
Good behavior is so important to success in school.  RES uses a school-wide discipline plan called PBIS.  PBIS stands for Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports.   PBIS is a system where expected behaviors are taught and practiced.  These behaviors fall under three main rules:  Be Respectful, Be Responsible, and Be Safe.  Incentives for meeting expected behavior is a large part of our discipline program.  Below are some of the incentives that students receive for meeting expectations.  On an Out of the Blue Day, if the student is on green they are allowed to participate in something special.  We also have monthly Powerkid parties.  Students who meet all expectations of good behavior participate in fun activities at the end of each month.  Encourage your child to be respectful, responsible, and safe at home and school.
