Practice:
1. Be dressed and on the floor working on basketball skills at least 10 minutes before practice time. 
2. Being late to practice and to team meetings will be an automatic 20 laps.  Excessive tardiness will result in a game suspension. 
3. Tempers and/or swearing will not be tolerated. (20 laps for each offense) 
4. Missing practice will result in 20 laps each time. 
5. Referal major / minor will result in the following: 
1st offense—20 laps
2nd offense—25 laps
3rd offense—30 laps
6. After school study hall or tutoring (20 laps to make up for conditioning missed) 
7. Missing a practice and failure to communicate with one of the coaches may result in a game suspension.  If unable to attend practice due to illness, etc…contact a coach. 
8. Practice jerseys are to be worn during every practice. 
9. Practice times may vary. Always refer to your monthly schedules, which will be provided to you by the coaches.  When in doubt, ask a coach. 
10. During practice, your attitude is to always remain positive and helpful.  No bad attitudes towards teammates or coaches. 
11. No jewelry of any kind worn during practice. 
12. Any player not participating (dressed) in PE, will not be allowed to practice or play in the game that night. 
 Games and Bus Conduct:
1. Be on time to home games and to catch the bus.  If you are late for the bus, we will not wait for you. 
2. Players must ride the bus to each away game.  After the game, the player can ride home with their parents or guardian only and must get signed out on the Bus Permission Form before leaving from the game.  Players can not ride home with a brother, sister, or grandparents. 
3. Athletes will behave on the bus when traveling (laps can be issued for the following): 
*Loud noise level
*Throwing things
*Bus will be kept clean—when returning to school all trash will be picked up or we will run the next practice.
4. Follow the rules in the athletic code. 
5.  Playing time— 
a. Everyone is guaranteed a uniform—not equal playing time. 
b. The coaching staff will attempt to play as many players as possible during the games. 
6. Always hustle on and off the court—no walking 
7. The coaches will not talk to parents about playing time.  Parents can call the school and set up an appointment with Mr. Wagahoff, Mr. Lamkey and the coaches.  
8. Any unsportsmanlike conduct during a game may result in limited playing time. 
9. 8th grade girls will sit behind the bench during the 7th grade games and 7th grade will sit behind the bench during 8th grade games.  If you are not behind the bench at the beginning of each half, you will be subject to 20 laps in the next practice. 
10. For all home games not conflicting with their own schedule, 6th grade players will sit behind the 7th/8th grade bench to support their teammates.  If 6th grade players would like to support their teammates at away games, they need to talk to a coach to arrange to ride the team bus.  6th graders missing home games will be subject to 20 laps at the next practice.  
Code of Conduct:
1. All players are expected to be respectful to all adults, students, teammates and opposing players. 
2. Repeated behavior problems at school will not be tolerated.  Removal from the team is possible. 
3. You are expected to show good citizenship in the community.  Remember, you are representing your coaches, school, parents and community.  Conduct yourselves in a respectful manner at all times. 
General Rules:
1. Athletes are responsible for all equipment and uniforms issued to them.  Keep your uniform and equipment neat and clean.  
2. All equipment and uniforms must be turned in clean and in proper condition at the end of the season. 
3. All equipment not returned must be paid for. 
4. Only wash uniforms in cold water. 
Classroom Conduct:
1. Show up to class on time and homework done. 
2. Be attentive and show an interest in class work. 
3. Work to the best of your ability. 
4. Complete and turn in assignments on time. 
5. When in doubt, ask for help from teachers.  Don’t wait until it is too late. 
6. Stay eligible. 
*Players need to be passing every class every week to be eligible to play.  Eligibility is taken every Thursday.  If a player is ineligible for 3 weeks, they are removed from the team.
7. Players need to be in attendance during school.  If they are sick and come to     school late, they need to be at school by 9:25 in order to play in the game that night.
